Please note that eligible proposals may target a wide range of issues within this legal context and the context of racial justice, and do not need to be aimed at the Crown’s justice system or the courts. For instance, proposals may cover the criminal justice system, human rights, and access to the courts and other decision-making bodies, as well as government decision-making across a range of systems, such as social benefits, healthcare, planning and land use – all of which involve the law.
